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Here is an example of a situation you are likely to encounter when

traveling in English-speaking countries. Notice how the vocabulary and

communication skills you’ve learned are useful in a situation like this.

Can I see
your license,
please?

Here’s my dad’s
license, sir.

Is everything
all right?

Yes. But please
turn on your lights.

Oh, sorry!
My dad forgot.

That’s OK.

Have a good
evening.

Thank you, sir.

(At this point, the daughter tells
her father, in their native

language, to turn on the lights.)
